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SITE IMPORT WITH ORIGIN
Open new VW file (not from RDS template or Project File)
Import DWG file into new VW file

In Import Dialogue box:
Graphic Attributes tab - check box next to use prefix, and give prefix such as topo or civil
Location tab - select Align with Internal Origin (bottom option), then ok.  When warning prompt comes up select NO.

After file has imported, change new layer to scale such as 1/8.
Make sure all classes are on.  Delete any classes such as SRF, or SRF View that create series of triangles (used in AutoCAD for 3d site)
Purge file of unused classes, layers, or symbols.
Select All and copy to clipboard.
Save file with same name and in same location as DWG file.

Open Project Site File
Create new layer with name such as Topo or Civil, or same name as layer in previous file.

Layer scale here should match the Site layer scale.  If at any point the Site layer scale changes, this layer should always match.
Make sure Layer Options tab is set to Show/Snap/Modify Objects.
While on the new layer, paste-in-place objects from previous file.
Select All, then Zoom to Fit Objects (command A, command 6).  This will show where the pasted objects landed, as well as where Project file 
Site layer objects are located. 
Move project file site layer objects closer to new topo objects.
In new topo, select property lines (using magic wand, settings check marked for only Class.)  Copy property lines.
Paste-in-place property lines on Site Layer.  Right click and Lock .
If using site layout from previous phase or file (such as schematic design phase) locate site objects on site layer accordint to new property lines.
Delete out any old property lines.  All dimensions and references moving forward will be using new locked property lines from topo import.

Note: Viewports previously set up on CD Site Plan sheet layers will have to be redone since objects have now moved.
